GMPTE Fares Increase from Sunday 3rd April 2011 
 All pupils and parents need to be aware of the increase in bus fares effective from Sunday 3rd April along with major changes to the way concessionary fares are structured.  
School Bus Services
The 80p flat fare will finish on Saturday 2nd April.  From Sunday 3rd April single journeys on all school buses will qualify for one of three fares: £1.00, £1.20 or £1.40 dependent upon the length of the journey.   We have not yet received information from bus operators on exactly how much pupils will have to pay to and from their various destinations (please view the school website for up to date information).  
For all journeys on public bus services, students will pay half the adult fare.  Please view the GMPTE website and  select: Updates/Important Changes to Concessionary Travel/I Get to My School on a Dedicated GMPTE Funded School Bus/Trafford Schools. 

 In order to qualify for concessionary fares, all pupils aged 16 and under need to be in possession of the new IGo card.   The card costs £5.00 and is valid until the 31st August after a student’s 16th birthday.  Without the card GMPTE stipulates that students will have to pay the full fare.   You will also need the IGo card in order to purchase any weekly or monthly saver tickets.
