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Dear Students

We are really looking forward to seeing you all in September when we re-open to the whole
school.

The Government, in partnership with the Department for Education, have issued information and
guidance which ALL schools need to follow. Please note that this could change at any time!
However, | thought it was important that you received some information about how school will be
different when you come back.

The biggest change is that, when you are in school, lessons will be taught in ‘zones’, which will
only contain students in your year group. In this pack is a copy of the school site map, with each
zone identified by different colours. When you arrive at school you will be asked to wash/sanitise
your hands.

You will follow a normal timetable but there will be some changes to practical lessons, in light of
Government Guidance (e.g. Food, P.E.). Initially, students will not get changed for their PE
lessons and will be required to just bring a pair of trainers to change into for their lessons. The
PE department have designed a curriculum around low-intensity, socially distanced sporting
activities.

There will also be changes to how break and lunch times will operate, to ensure we are
complying with Government guidance. More detailed information about this will be given out in
September.
